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Transfer of Donation

The Association for the Development of Pakistan (hereinafter “ADP”) of 106 Hancock Street, Somerville, MA, USA agrees to transfer and assign all of its rights, title and interest in and to the sum of $2882.00 (two-thousand, eight-hundred, eighty-two dollars) (hereinafter “the Donation”) to Munawwar Memorial Hospital (hereinafter “MMH”) of Pindi Road, Chakwal, P O Box: 11, Postal Code: 48800, Pakistan for the express purpose of funding Intra-Ocular Lens (IOL) implant surgeries at the Munawwar Memorial Hospital for fifty (50) women in need. Surgical procedures will begin on or about 15 January 2005 as outlined in the project proposal dated 19 August 2004, and will be completed over a three (3) month period. MMH acknowledges that the transfer of the Donation shall be subject to all terms and conditions as specified in this agreement.  MMH may receive and accept additional assets from ADP to be added in the future for the use as specified by ADP and agreed by both parties.  The present Donation shall be transferred to MMH by ADP on receipt of this signed Agreement.

Permissible Uses of Donation

The permissible uses of the Donation include labour and material for Intra-Ocular Lens (IOL) implant surgical procedures for a period of three (3) months. All other uses of the Donation are expressly forbidden. The Donation may only be used for non-profit uses as defined by The Trust Act, 1882. 

Representations made by MMH 

MMH represents the following to ADP:

(1) Neither MMH nor any of its officers are or have ever been engaged in any illegal activity

(2) Neither MMH nor any of its officers are or have ever been engaged in teaching, propagating or preaching either directly or indirectly acts of violence or terrorism.

(3) MMH staff will examine four hundred (400) women free of charge on Sundays for the duration of the project.

(4) All pre-operative tests (such as A-scan, biometry, blood sugar and keratometry) and pre-operative medications will be provided without charge.

(5) Any female patient coming into the hospital on a Sunday, clinically found to be in need of cataract surgery, will be asked if she is deserving. If the answer is yes, she will be offered subsidized Intra-Ocular Lens (IOL) implant surgery.

(6) Of the Pak RS 5000 estimated for each procedure, Pak RS 3400 will be provided by ADP (The Donation), Pak RS 800 will be provided by MMH, and Pak RS 800 will be paid by the patient.

ADP Liability

MMH acknowledges that ADP will not be held liable for any acts arising from the receipt or disbursement of the Donation, including but not limited to the willful or unintentional violation of the laws of the United States of America or the Islamic Republic of Pakistan by MMH or any of its officers, agents, or representatives.

MMH Deliverables

MMH shall provide to ADP:

1. All detail of the expenses along with copies of relevant vouchers.

2. MMH administered survey of the project beneficiaries before and after the procedure (upon each follow up visit) for a period of two years. (ADP will provide the survey, subject to MMH approval of content and length.)

3. Data collect by MMH of procedures performed and preliminary outcome analysis (monthly) for a period of three (3) months or the duration of the project, whichever is later.

4. Outcome analysis, as provided (at three month intervals) by Hans Limburg MD PhD, London for a period of two years.
In addition, MMH will permit and facilitate visits by ADP representatives to the Munawwar Memorial Hospital after being given reasonable notice. 
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
